Ruinart,  Reims, Champagne, France

100% Chardonnay from the f inest vineyards of  
Champagne, matured partly in oak barrels and partly in  
stainless steel.  77% of the wine comes from the 2019  
harvest,  complemented by 23% reserve wines.  The 2019  
vintage was marked by extreme heatwaves and a record  
high of 42.9°C, result ing in intense aromas and rapid  
r ipening. An elegant,  aromatical ly r ich Champagne  
that reflects the effects of cl imate change.

After at least four years of ageing in used barriques,  
the Forticus presents itself  as powerful,  complex,  and  
capableof ageing for decades. Produced exclusively  
in exceptional  red wine vintages – strictly l imited!

A shrub is a tradit ional  fruit  syrup or soft drink made  
with vinegar.  Shrub is an old Arabic word and means  
to drink.

Fruits or vegetables  
provide vitamins and antioxidants.  Thanks to the natural  
preservative qual it ies of vinegar,  shrubs have a long  
shelf  l i fe without the need for artif icial  preservatives.
